Whether it be moderating a meeting, raising financial support for
the disabled, or coaching from the sidelines, all of it has been dedicated to
the effort of supporting the work of the gospel and the ministry of Jesus
Christ.

As I consider how I practice the Four Covenants of Stewardship, like
you, I am very much aware of the fact that these are tough and uncertain
times, but I also know that the unpredictability of life does not diminish who
I'am in Jesus Christ, nor the grace and responsibility of living and working
in his Name to the Glory of God.

from Pastor Heather’s Desk
September 2011

It is hard to believe that we have reached the tenth anniversary of the September 11 terrorist attacks on the
United States. I was in college at the time and already in class when the planes hit the World Trade Center.
There were no televisions in our classrooms; the first news I heard was from another student who said
something about the Pentagon being on fire. I brushed it off as an accident until my next class was
cancelled and we were urged to return to our dorms or apartments and tune in to the news. Like the rest of
you, I sat in front of the television stunned, hardly able to believe what I was seeing, shaken to the core.

As we approach the anniversary of that fateful day in U.S. history, countless hours of television will no
doubt be dedicated to remembering the event, memorializing those who died, and honoring survivors. In a
time when national unity is weak and our nation seems pessimistic, it is important to remember. I do not
know yet what tone our national media will take in their broadcasts, but as Christians our remembrance
must be marked by hope. We remember that day in the hope that even in the midst of terror and evil, God
is at work to preserve his people. When Jacob and his brothers were reunited many years after they sold
Jacob into Egyptian slavery, Jacob spoke these words to his brothers: “Even though you intended to do
harm to me, God intended it for good, in order to preserve a numerous people, as he is doing today.”

It is good to tell our stories, but we must do so not out of pessimism, but in the hope that God is still at
work in our world. It is good to remember and to honor those who are working hard for the safety and
prosperity of God’s people. It is good to celebrate our freedom in the United States, but even more, it is
good to celebrate our freedom in Jesus Christ that can never be taken or destroyed.

An ecumenical service of worship will be held in Waterfront Park on September 11 at 10:30am. Sea Island
has been a partner in organizing this event. We will hold our regularly scheduled services that day, but
members and friends are invited and encouraged to attend the service in Waterfront Park.

“...they had not much soil . . .” Matthew 13:5 (KJV)

PASTORAL CARE

Shallow soil! I know something about the consequences of that by observing our perennial beds through the
summer. Unlike their sister beds up in the front yard, which have good, rich soil, the beds down near the marsh
contain soil which is clearly deficient. This spring, the well-selected perennials in these beds sprang up just as
did those in the front beds. Thankfully, at first it looked as if, this year, they would finally amount to
something. By August, however, their insufficient roots in the shallow soil proved incapable of sustaining
upward growth. In the face of stifling heat, along with the attack of grubs, moles, and hordes of voracious
insects, they collapsed into an unsightly tangle.

Shallow people, I suppose, are those with “not much soil.” They have no real centering purpose, but are
moved about by passing thoughts, tender appeals, a good sermon, aggressive advertising, a pathetic melody,
ideological assertions, comments in “Dear Abby,” and etc. These folks look for all the world like they will

amount to something, but their shallow soil - i.e. lack of a deep, honest purpose - prevents them from moving
ahead.

Now. . . Fall is a time of deepening. The cooler winds and improvement of the soil by the gardener combine
to drive roots deeper. Likewise for us. Fall is a time of renewed activity, increased opportunity, and reflection
about our direction. Take advantage of the opportunities to strengthen your roots of faith and fellowship this
Fall. With deeper roots we can, together, begin to move beyond being controlled by impulses, impressions,
instincts, and surroundings. With deeper roots we can move past storms, heat, and clouds; with love, joy,
steadfastness of purpose, and rich pastoral caring.

The story is told of GOD’s
unconditional love and forgiveness through a series of meditations and talks. The outside community
demonstrates this love and forgiveness through involvement in prayer, sacrificing time to make posters, bake
cookies and write letters. This environment allows the Holy Spirit to work in the hearts of those inmates.

Kairos is Christian, Ecumenical, Lay-Led with lay clergy playing a vital role, it’s Volunteer; and it’s Ministry. It
offers Christians an opportunity to be salt & light to men and women who need to know the life-changing love
of Jesus Christ. Whether you minister inside the correctional institution, or are a prayer-warrior, or an “angel”
who bakes cookies, or a generous benefactor who extends financial blessings, each plays a critical role in the
body of Christ known as Kairos. It is an exciting ministry for both the participant and volunteer.

Kairos is a start-up ministry at the Ridgeland State Correctional Institution and conducts two weekends a year -
one in the fall and one in the spring. This fall weekend will be held October 20-23. Team formation training is
currently underway with meetings scheduled for September 10, 17 and October 8.
