| know what it is to be in need, and | know what it is to have plenty. | have learned the secret of being
content in any and every situation, whether well fed or hungry, whether living in plenty or in want.
| can do everything through him who gives me strengtRhilippians 4:1213

In the midst of an ongoing economic recesisi on,
longing to experience that sense of contentment and confidence in our own lives, even as our finances are
strained and the future seems insecure. The truth is, though, that even in times of plenty, most of us have
not known contentment. Like the rest of America, we have been caught up in the desire to have more
money and more of the things money can buy.

Contentment ultimately has nothing to do with what we have or do not have. Richard Foster writes about
the spiritual discipline of simplicity and reminds us that simplicity and contentment are dependent not upon
any outward measure of how much or little we have and consume but on the inward desire of our hearts.
Jesus teaches his followers to fiseek first the
they would eat or the clothes they would wear (Matthew-825 Contentment is ultimately about an

inward spirit of trust in God.

But how? First, we remember that all we have i
we only have because God has gifted us with life and the elements to sustain life. We are utterly depender
on God for everything. Second, we trust God (not ourselves) to protect what we possess. We may take
some normal precautions, but if we feel we must protect everything, we will be ruled by anxiety. Finally,
we make what we have (whether we have a lot or a little) available to others. Simply put, we share our
goods with our neighbors. These are the attitudes of the heart, all rooted in trust, that characterize the
content disciple of Christ.

So as stewardship season rolls around in the life of the church, I invite you to join me in searching our
hearts for places ruled by anxiety and discontent. How much you pledge this year is not the marker of
contentment. But if you practice gratitude, trust God to protect you, and share what you have, you may
find a spirit of contentment growing in you that replaces anxiety and fear, even when the future is
uncertain.
