   Jesus said, “Blessed are the children for such is the kingdom of God.” 

I’m not a psychologist, but I think one of the problems we face in our    

culture today is that we stay on the move and maintain such a hectic pace 

that we meet ourselves coming and going. I wouldn’t have given up the 

two hours with two grandsons on a fishing dock for anything in the world. 

In retrospect, they may remember down the road spending an afternoon 

with their grandfather, but I will always remember our working together as 

we prepared each fishing pole, tied knots, set hooks and bait, cast lines, 

admired catches, all the while enjoying a strong and forceful breeze in the 

face.  
 

   As the shadows of evening began to fall, it was time to go home, to call 

it a day. I thanked God for the beauty of nature, a wonderful sunset, the 

grace of camaraderie, but most of all, I thanked God for the most important 

lesson that I learned that day. That it’s well and good to stop and take 

pause, to breathe in the air, to ponder life, and to give thanks for the gifts of 

family, time, and love.  Jesus, always fond of being close to the water, used 

two boys on a Monday afternoon to remind me of such things.

Now the Lord said to Abram, “Go from your country and your kindred and your father’s house to the land 

that I will show you.  I will make of you a great nation . . . and in you all the families of the earth shall be 

blessed.” –  Genesis 12:1-3 

 

When Abram leaves Ur and heads toward the ―land that God will show him,‖ he leaves behind all of his 

family except for his wife, Sarai, and his nephew, Lot.  The three travel together into the unknown to     

answer God’s call and receive God’s promise – a promise that includes blessing for all the families of the 

earth. 

 

Early in the 20th century my great-grandparents, Albert and Elizabeth, traveled by ship from Hungary to 

the port of New York, and then on to Ohio where they settled and made a life for themselves and their 

young family.  Like Abram and Sarai they left their country, their kindred, and their father’s house to go to 

a new land – hopefully a land of blessing. 

 

I never met Albert or Elizabeth, but in the past few weeks I have been trying to learn a little bit more about 

their story.  As you read this month’s newsletter, Eric and I will be traveling Germany and Hungary.  We 

go, in part, for some fun and relaxation.  But we are also traveling to connect with those family roots.  I 

have traced Elizabeth’s story back to the Hungarian town where she lived.  I know that they were         

Presbyterians in Ohio, and I hope to find the church in Hungary where she was baptized and where her  

parents were married.  Perhaps I will even meet a distant cousin! 

 

Albert’s story, though, remains a mystery.  I know only his parents’ names – the rest is left to my        

imagination.  Perhaps this is the way God works: some things are revealed and others remain shrouded.  

Some parts of our stories we cling to; others we release.  I still hope to learn a little more about Albert and 

his family; but whether those stories come to light or remain hidden, I am thankful that the promised   

blessing of God has passed through Abram and Sarai, crossed the Atlantic with Albert and Elizabeth, and 

all the way down to me.  Surely I am blessed, and I give thanks.

 The word ―add‖ suggests that there is something that we ought to do.  (You may wish to explore this further 

by reading the first chapter of Peter’s second letter in its entirety.)  The problem is that we frequently forget 

what it is that we ought to do.  We cannot do what God does, and God does not do what we ought to and can 

do. 
  

 We cannot save ourselves no matter how hard we work; God does that.  Our relationship with God is a free 

gift.  But God does not give us good habits and God does not cause us to walk in a straight path.  That is what 

we do.  ―Add‖ means taking some initiative to work out what God has worked in. 
  

 Taking initiative, in turn, means to stop hesitating and take a step.  Don’t hesitate when you feel God is urg-

ing you to action, but act in faith immediately.  Say, for example, that you feel urged to reach out with pastoral 

care and love to your difficult neighbor.  Hesitation leads to paralysis.  Take a step immediately and make it 

impossible to go back.  I will make things right with my neighbor.  I will send some money to the refugees.  I 

will involve myself in community life.  I will take action to break my addiction. Take a step, burn your bridges 

behind you, and make progress inevitable. 
  

 Take a step toward responding to the urgings of God in a habitual way.  Do not hesitate.  The only time and 

place we can respond to God is the exact time and place at hand.
