PASTORAL CARE

It is Advent and we are waiting. Along with Advent we have cycled once more toward the winter season.
Although not so dramatically here in Beaufort as in some parts of the nation, it is a dormant time. Nature slumbers,
the darkness increases, sunlight thins, and the secrets of life are hidden. Both in the cycle of the church year and i
the cycle of nature, we are a people pregnant and waiting.

Waiting is hard. That is no doubt, because we spend so much of our time waiting for things that conjure up
negative imagesfor information, for the economy to improve, for lines at the supermarket, for our order to come
in, for someone to come home, for someone to understand.

ADown with waiting, o0 we say. Alt is so impractica
entertainment. Down with the pen and the telephone. Up with instant message gizmos of all sorts. Down with
Advent hymns that beckon us to hdpked expectation. Up with carols of celebration as soon as Thanksgiving
passes.

The season of Advent invites us to explore and understand the meaning of waiting. Not many things of deep
and abiding value occur without a season of incubation. Good pastoral relationships do not. Deep friendships do
not. The transformation and warming of our hearts does not. Strong marriages do not. The birth of healthy babies
does not. When waiting is cut short, the health and vitality of all these things is put at risk.

The season beckons us to longing and waitihgor t he return of the sun and
mystery and power and renewal in waiting, but it does require discipline. This discipline is that of entering into the
quiet excitement and hofiled preparations which give richness to the mystery of the season. In this way,
perhaps the waiting cycles of our lives can be impregnated with new meaning.
