From this place, we can live more honestly in our human relationships and
cease to be controlled by the desire for more wealth, power, or prestige. Inward and outward
simplicity are distinct but related, and Foster gives some thoughtful and practical ideas for
cultivating both.

1 Seeds of Heaven: Sermons on the Gospel of MatigeBarbara Brown Taylor: Truth be told, |
am devouringanythingby Barbara Brown Taylor. Her writing and preaching are creative and
leave the reader with more holy questions than answers. This collection, first released in 1990
includes fifteen short sermons that remain challenging and relevant in 2012. Each sermon
includes the full text of the associated Scripture reading, so this collection makes a great little
devotional resource.

1 Faith of Your Own: Naming What You Really BelibyeRonald J. Allen: With chapter headings
|l i ke AGod, 0 AJesus, o0 AThe Church, 0 and AEvViI

We are writing again for a number of reasons. We are
homesick for you all and also feel it's important to let
you know how our transition into the culture is going.
Our access to internet will be sporadic in these next
couple months due to our technology fast. That being
said, we have so much to share!

Last week was difficult as we spent time with a
neighborhood family learning as much as possible
about the language, culture, and cooking. As awkwal
and sometimes frustrating as it is to live in a small muy
hut with people who don't speak any English, we are
ultimately grateful for our time there.

Andy was taken around the island by different men
from the neighborhood and in the afternoons he woul

come back to get me for a much needed break...a walk

on the beach. My greatest joy throughout the week v
bonding with a fiveyearold girl. If she plays too
loudly (or just gets on their nerves) she is, at best,
screamed at; at worst, whipped or hit. Since Andy an
moved into our own home, this little girl enjoys visiting
and playing with the dolls we brought. We ended our
home stay exhaustednentally, physically, and
spiritually, but with valuable lessons under our belts.
God was faithful to teach us kindness and grace in th
times when it did not come naturally.

Sunday we moved into our
inside is pink! Our living area is spacious and sunny.
Our spare room is almost empty, and as soon as we
build bookshelves, will act as a library and spare roor
for any guests (hint, hint.) We have a clothesline that
runs along the side of our house, out of sight from

visitors. Andy used some bricks to make me a low wg
space for washing, and this morning we did our first b
load. Our house feels like a perfect fit.
