(Presbyterian Committee on Congregational Song.)  At this meeting, the committee sang and  

reviewed 804 hymns/songs which had been selected to be included in the new hymnal.  

In total, there were over 10,000 items reviewed in the last three years.  

 

Now, the hymns will be type-set and copyright permissions will be obtained. This Summer, Charlie  

will travel to Pittsburgh to attend General Assembly where the contents of the hymnal will be presented. 

The hymnal will be available in the Fall of 2013. The title of the hymnal is ñGlory to Godò - The

 Once again in the ever-turning cycle of seasons, Lent is upon us (Ash Wednesday -  February 22.)  Lent is a time 

of reflection, conversion, and change of heart, and our Lenten confessions and prayers are lacking in value if they 

do not lead to that.  The forty days of Lent unfold before us like a long retreat.  They are like time spent in the    

desert following baptism, and then going up to Jerusalem.  The journey reflects a return to the truth.  To essentials. 
 

 And what is that truth for us today, at a time in history when unfolding events in the ancient lands of the Bible, 

and the  imagery of desert places captures our attention?  Is it not above all the rediscovery of God ï the living God 

revealed in Jesus Christ?  Is it not the discernment of that Spirit which puts us in touch with the reality of God in the 

depth of our hearts, and summons us to rely upon God above all else? 
 

 Confession?  Fasting?  Yes!  They are valueless, however, in spite of their multiplicity, if they do not put us in 

touch with the overlays of culture which have blinded us to the cries of the disadvantaged and at the same time 

closed us off to God.  Out beyond our very real prayers for our families and friends, and for the early resolution of 

world tensions, we must turn to begin again doing without whatever has deafened our ears to God and to cries for 

peace and justice. 
 

 We have to learn how to live differently.  We have to breathe with different rhythms.  We have to sink once 

again deep into the Gospel and learn anew how to pastorally welcome the Other ï the one who is both God and our 

neighbor.

Many continue 

running their businesses while others have put that on hold for a bit while they tend to their fields.  Last week  

a neighbor man who for years has refused Christ, came forward and admitted he needed the Lord.  Hallelujah!   

 

We have seen big changes in our boys over the last year and are thankful for the work the Lord is doing in 

each one of them and for the uniqueness of each one.  Daniel, age 14, likes making things out of wood or  

metal  or making things out of the clay that he finds near the river.  He regularly helps the Sunday school 

teachers with the younger kids.  Joseph, age 12, loves to sing and music has a profound effect on him.  We 

love his happy spirit!  Caleb, age 9, is a keen observer of nature in its many forms, be it animals, insects, plants 

or rocks.  We do have a prayer request:  The brakes on our truck are not good and were not fixable here where 

we live.

The Cursillo movement was born in Spain in 1944 and the first weekend officially sanctioned by the Catholic 

Church was held in 1949.  It was started as an effort to help prepare leaders for a spiritual pilgrimage, as well 

as to help cure the bitterness of the Spanish Civil War.  The founder, Eduardo Bonin is still alive and active 

today.     Cursillo spread to Latin America and was brought to this country by Spanish Air Force personnel  

training in Texas.  The first weekend in the U.S. was held in Waco, Texas in 1957.  Spanish speaking Cursillo 

weekends spread throughout the Southwest and into New York and Ohio.  In 1961 the first English-speaking 

Cursillo weekend was held in San Antonio, Texas. 

Since coming to the U.S., Cursillo has found expression in several denominations and in nondenominational 

groups as well.  Episcopal Cursillo and Walk to Emmaus groups helped Presbyterian Cursillo begin in    

Charleston, SC and in the Presbytery of the Peaks in Virginia.  As of 1985, the Catholic Church estimated that 

600,000 people in the US and more than 3 Million worldwide had participated in a Cursillo weekend.  That 

was 15 years ago. One estimate is that perhaps 1.5 million have now gone through a Cursillo weekend in the 

US and 8 to 10 Million worldwide.  

 Local Cursillo groups are often referred to merely as the Fourth Day.  A group like Georgia Presbyterian    

Cursillo is often referred to as a Fourth Day movement.  GPC belongs to the National Council of Presbyterian 

Fourth Day Movements.  As of April 2005 it consists of 17 certified (having completed three or more       

weekends successfully) communities, (at least) one more that has held their first weekend in the last year      

and quite a few more that are in planning stages for their first weekends.  

The Charleston-Atlantic Presbytery initially held the license from Catholic Cursillo for Presbyterian            

Cursillo.   Presbyterian Cursillo is growing so fast that the Presbytery came to realize they could no longer  

administer a program that operates in so many other Presbyteries. With the agreement of Catholic Cursillo, 

therefore, the license passed in June 2000 to the National Council of Presbyterian Cursillo ï a group within   

the National Council of Presbyterian Fourth Day Movements.  

 

All who have attended a Cursillo, Walk to Emmaus, Pilgrimage or DeColores Retreat weekend            

are invited to attend a brief meeting on February 26 after the 10:30 worship service in the Fellowship 

Hall.  The purpose of this meeting is to discuss ways to revive our churches involvement in this          

wonderful ministry.
